A recent report from the Mid-lllinois Talking Book Center explains
them thus: “For those users who are interesting in trying a digital audio book
but who balk at the idea of installing software, downloading content from the
Internet, then transferring content to a portable playback device, the simplicity
of the Playaway system should be very appealing.” It looks more like a
traditional tape player with simple to understand forward, reverse, pause and
volume control buttons and come pre-loaded with an audio book. The library
will be circulating these new devices in the near future and hope that seniors,
visually impaired patrons and audio book lovers will find these a valuable
addition to the library’s collections.
